1. Follow protocols for labeling and quality-checking imagery using open-source tools including QGIS and Google Earth Engine as well as custom tools for image interpretation and labeling
1. Participate in regular check-ins and help document methods and workflows

1. Interest in satellite imagery, spatial analysis, and/or environmental changes
1. Attention to detail in documenting work progress
1. Interest in learning new software tools
